Kindergarten begins with a 'gradual entry'.

This process allows for small group time to introduce the children to the
expectations in a classroom setting. This small group instruction maximizes
student success for the up coming year. This schedule allows for children to
experience the different times of day (morning and afternoon routines) in a small
group and then in a larger group before the first day of full time Kindergarten on
September 11

Children will be divided into three groups for Gradual Entry - A, B & C.

During the first week, each group will have two small group sessions.

The second week, each group will have two morning sessions and one afternoon
session.

On ALL gradual entry days we will meet outside Modular 1 for pick up and drop

off.
